Schenectady and surrounding area oak chronologies (Griggs et al., 2008)
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The “full sapwood” and/or presence of bark above indicate that the year at the end of the sequence is when the trees 
were felled, and its use for the building was within a few months, usually within the year.  One exception to this is 
when the trees were felled in early winter and the building was built in the next calendar year.  
 
In the graph below, the chronology built of the sequences shown above is compared with two independent 
chronologies.  This is how the calendar dates for the chronologies above were determined.  The New York oak 
chronology ends with tree-ring data from modern oaks with known felling dates (the modern part is not shown here).
